Note: Student responses are quoted verbatim and may contain grammatical errors. In the transcripts of
students’ speech quoted in the commentaries, a three-dot ellipsis indicates that the sample has been
excerpted. Two dots indicate that the student paused while speaking.

Overview

The intent of this question was to assess students’ interpersonal communication skills. The task elicited
responses based on a recorded, simulated conversation and an outline that asked students to perform
different linguistic tasks throughout the conversation. Instructions in both English and Spanish told
students they had 30 seconds to read the outline of the conversation. They then listened to a recorded
message and had 1 minute to reread the outline that indicated six elicited responses they were to give
as fully and appropriately as possible.

The simulated conversation required the students to participate in a conversation with Mr. Rosales, a
school counselor who will write a letter of reference for the student. The students were told to imagine
they were at Mr. Rosales’ office to discuss their academic interests and plans to study at the university
level. There were six student interventions. The conversation outline was a summary of what the
recorded speaker said and what the students were expected to do. The dialogue kept to the specific
topic/task about academic interests and personal characteristics that the student would like Mr. Rosales
to include in his letter. The development of the task began with a question about the student's
academic year. The second intervention required students to comment on the academic subjects they
were interested in, while the third question requested information on extracurricular activities. The next
prompt asked students to speak about where they would prefer to study, nearby or further away from
home, followed by an open-ended question about what other information the student wished to have
included in the letter. Finally, the student was asked to agree to meet again and to say goodbye.

“uh .. te.. uh .. un .. nunca .. uh .. pare de trabajar”; “Y que .. uh .. uh .. me pase .. uh .. pasa bien .. uh ..

This response demonstrates competence in interpersonal speaking. The student addresses and
completes the task, responding adequately to most parts/prompts of the conversation (“Hola, sefior
Rosales. Necesito tu recomendacion”; “La historia y las ciencias son mis favoritos”;, “Fuera de la escuela,
yo toco el .. el piano y también juego el tenis y el futbol”). The responses are organized and adequately
cohesive (“Necesito tu recomendacién”; “también yo tengo notas buenas en todas los clases”; “Mi
familia es muy importante”) and the information presented is relative, although the response to the last
prompt is not directly on task (“Tu eres un hombre muy si..simpatico y necesita tu recomendacion”; “Las
materias que yo SO .. que yo .. mas gusta es las .. son las ciencias y las matematicas”; “Prefiero que voy
a un universidad en .. en aqui”; “Y también yo soy el presidente del club de matematicas y las ciencias
en la escuela”; “Si pues .. lo siento porque también mi padre es .. esta en el hospital y .. es enfermo y ..

The student clearly does not
complete the task, responding inappropriately to most parts/prompts of the conversation (“Yo soy muy
nervioso porque .. uh .. vamos . .al .. universidade”; “Yo .. uh .. yo .. ped .. pedid su por una .. una
recomendacion”; “Yo”). There is irrelevant treatment of the topic and the responses are not cohesive and
at times disorganized (“es muy .. uh .. no es .. un facil procesa”; “y .. uh .. jugo .. jugo basquitbol”). There
are frequent errors in use of structures (“un facil procesa para .. complitar .. uh .. jugo .. jugo basquitbol ..
